	Informationen sollte man schon vor der Abreise sammeln: I studied at the University of Sheffield which is in South Yorkshire. I really enjoyed my semester here because besides studying the university offers many possibilities to get active or to engage. They offer give-it-a-go sessions for different activities but also trips to other cities which enable students to see different parts of the UK. Moving to Sheffield was not a big challenge to me. The people there made you feel welcomed and made it really easy to settle. A thing that I wished I would have known before I rented a room, is that there are a lot of empty and available rooms nearby the university even at the beginning of the semester. Hence, you can arrive during orientation week and easily find a house/flat share that is well located.
	Studiengang Semester: Within the first two weeks I spent in Sheffield, the university organized an orientation and an intro week to welcome new students. The orientation week was well organized and a great opportunity to already get to know new people. This week included formal events such as 'Introduction to the health care system' but also informal ones like a pub quiz or an interactive challenge. In contrast to that, the intro week was a little bit chaotic. In this week you register with the university and select your courses. Even if you already have selected your courses online you have to attend an event to get your selection signed from the corresponding department. In my case I did not get all the courses I selected beforehand, so it was quite a hustle for me to find alternative ones. Despite all that, the teachers and the staff of the university try their best to help you with administrative issues. During my semester abroad I studied English literature and language. Due to that, I had a lot of essays to write during and at the end of my semester. The topics were challenging but interesting. I spent a lot of time in the university's libraries which offer a great learning environment for everyone.
	verzeichnen: I did not visit a language course to prepare for the semester abroad, but I chose one of the Modern Language Teaching Center’s tandem courses where two Native speaker of different languages work together. It was a great experience of autonomous learning, a great opportunity to meet other people and helped me to improve my English skills.
	dar: All in all, I would recommend spending your semester abroad in Sheffield. I had a great time and the courses I have visited here were interesting. The topics were more specific than back home and required a lot of reading, but the primary texts were  well chosen so that I actually enjoyed the readings. I took part in a contemporary literature seminar which challenged us to take over new perspectives and taught us more to be critic about what we read. Unfortunately, the selection for ERASMUS students was quite restricted but besides that the offered courses were great.
	Leistungsverhältnis: Sheffield is much more affordable than other cities in the UK. Everywhere you can find special student offers. I've spent approximately 800 to 900 euros per month (including rent) but also took advantage of the offered activities a lot. The university itself does not have a cafeteria but small shops within the SU where you can buy nice meals under 4 pounds.
	Sie zu: Sheffield is hilly, so I would not recommend going by bike. Luckily, students can take the bus for one pound each ride.
	vor Ort: I found my house share via facebook. Retrospectively, I would recommend searching for a place to stay when you are already in Sheffield to decide on a nice district of Sheffield. You will find many cheaper and well-located ones.
	Sportangebote Barszene Kulinarisches: Sheffield is close to many bigger cities such as Manchester, Leeds and York which are definitely worth a visit. Moreover, you can go hiking within the Peak District which is beautiful and easy to reach via bus. There are also man nice galleries, vintage and secondhand shops as well as bars and pubs in town. The university itself owns two bars/pubs where they always organize events which are also worth attending.
